– 1 Corinthians 11:2-3 (page 1153)

• The Lord is a unique family

The Trinity
- Very important!

• Very important for who God is
– 1 John 4:7-8 (page 1229)
– God is love in himself

• Very important for who we
– 1 John 4:9-12 (page 1229)
– We need the Son to reconcile us to the Father
– Ephesians 1:13-14 (page 1174)
– We need the Spirit to make us one with the Son

The Trinity
- Very important!

• Very important for our lives day to day
– You are part of God’s family (John 17:20-21)
– You are a son of the Father, like Jesus (Galatians 3:25-

26)
– You have the Spirit with you always (Acts 2:38-39)
– Your relationships with people show who God is (John 

1:18 and 1 John 4:12)

• Romans 8:31-39
