The Plant’s annual weekend away is one of those times when people from all three of our churches come together to do something that’s more fun as a big group. We’re delighted that in previous years nearly all The Plant’s members have been able to come along and we’ve had some really great times – just ask around!
This year, we’re delighted to have David Gibb joining us to guide us through the book of the prophet Hosea. David is one of The Plant’s trustees and is the vicar of St Andrew’s Leyland, the church at the hub of the North West Partnership. He’s a really lovely guy and great Bible teacher. To get the most out of the weekend, we suggest reading though Hosea beforehand.
Over the course of the weekend there will also be opportunities for prayer, singing, discussion and questions and we’ll take the opportunity to consider the current state of The Plant network. There’ll be plenty of time for chilling out – or for exploring the local culture and countryside if you prefer.
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Haworth YHA is a large Victorian mansion built in a grand style overlooking the village of Haworth. Haworth is famous for being the home of the Brontë sisters so fans of Wuthering Heights and Jane Eyre can enjoy the museum and leisurely walks to spots that inspired the famous books. If steam trains are more your thing, the Keighley and Worth Valley Railway is only a mile from the hostel. Nearby Keighly will one day be famous for being the birthplace of a certain John Hindely, so it’s probably worth a visit before it becomes a tourist trap.
We’ll be the only people staying at Haworth that weekend, so we can really relax and have a great time! Don’t forget to bring along games, walking boots and other suitable entertainment equipment!
We’ll help you to get to Haworth: If you’re driving, let us know and we’ll send you instructions nearer the time. It should take about 1½ hours from Manchester. Please let us know if you can give lifts too. 

We’ll also arrange for a group to take the train to Hebden Bridge from where we’ll arrange lifts for the remaining 9 miles to the hostel.

The weekend will start with the evening meal at 8.00pm on Friday 29th but feel free to arrive from lunchtime onwards. We’ll be finishing after lunch on Sunday 2nd March. (If you’re going to struggle to get there by 8.00pm on Friday night, then a late meal can be booked – we don’t want you going to bed hungry!)
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The weekend away, including all meals, costs a mere £69 (the same as last year!). If you’re unwaged or a student, it’ll only set you back £59! Kids go free. If you would like to make a donation towards the cost of a place for someone less able to pay than you, that would be wonderful (if you’re a tax-payer, please talk to Phil about that).

Please also remember to bring along any leisure kit you might need to make your weekend even more delightful (board games, climbing kit etc.). If you fancy enjoying the Yorkshire scenery you’ll also need waterproof outdoor clothing, appropriate footwear and a flat cap.
